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Introduction
The Children’s Service Executive Group (CSEG) provides leadership for the planning and delivery of children’s services in the City.  As part of their commitment to meaningfully engage with children and young people, they have tasked the Listening to Children and Young People Group to undertake a virtual consultation each year. 
This is the second citywide consultation with children and young people in Glasgow.  The first was the Getting it Right For Every Child (GIRFEC) consultation that was developed to raise awareness of the national GIRFEC approach and ask children and young people if they felt listened to, respected and received support and care when they needed it.  The foundation of the GIRCFEC approach is based in the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child (UNCRC). 
Glasgow City Council is one of seven UK Local Authorities who are working with UNICEF UK as part of the Child Rights Partner Programme.  Glasgow is working to become a Child Friendly City where our main aim is to embed the rights of the child in everything we do. .  
The 2015 consultation Know Your Rights complements and builds on the previous GIRFEC consultation and sets the questions around the child’s rights as part of the work we are undertaking to become a Child Friendly City.
The purpose of this years consultation was to inform children and young people that they have a right to express their views on matters that directly affect them, to have those views heard and action taken where possible, in accordance with their age and maturity by the adults who care for them or come into contact with them in a professional or personal capacity.  We also wanted to know about their ambitions and aspirations.
Methodology
Self-completion questionnaires were offered to Glasgow’s children and young people aged between 5 and 18 by NHS Greater Glasgow and Clyde, Glasgow City Council, Social Work and Education services, Glasgow Life and the Voluntary Sector.  The questionnaires could be accessed via Survey Monkey; an internet based questionnaire or by staff distributing paper copies to the children and young people.   The survey was carried out between December 2014 and February 2015.  
The development of the survey questions and design of the questionnaires was done in collaboration with children and young people across the City, via Glasgow Life youth services; Social Work Services looked after children; Education Services primary and secondary schools and various Children’s Health Services. 
Learning 
Some of the children and young people felt there were too many questions, so future questionnaires will be shorter.  Some of the respondents did not complete the “About You” section at the end of the document.  This information allows us to examine the information by area, age, gender and ethnicity and highlight trends or changes that need to be made to the Children’s Service Executive Group.  Some of the children did not know their post code, so in future we will also include a question that asks which area of Glasgow they live in.  In future consultation we will put the “About You” section at the beginning of the questionnaire and ask staff to help the children and young people to complete this section.  
We struggled with resources to input the paper copy questionnaires information into the survey monkey, which enables easier analysis of data.  The paper copy is still required, as it allows a greater number of children and young people to take part.  However, in future we will need to plan and arrange resources to input the responses and where possible encourage electronic input.
Results
A total 2,718 children and young people took part in the consultation: 2,503 completed the questionnaire and 215 did not complete the questionnaire or gave false information.  The majority of the children and young people were aged 5 to 11 (54%) and 12 to 15 (32%) years old.  1828 (67%) of those who took part in the consultation lived in Glasgow and 31(1%) lived outside the City. 
Those who lived outside Glasgow may have received the questionnaire because they take part in activities, receive services or attend school in Glasgow.  
There were approximately 50 responses that were spoiled because of inappropriate responses and some returns from schools were completed as a class rather than individual children. 
ABOUT YOU 
AGE
The respondents were between the age of 3 to 18.  The majority of the children and young people were aged 5 to 11 (54%) and 12 to 15 (32%) years old.  215 did not give details of their age or gave a false age.

GENDER 
The gender question was completed by 2,486 children and young people, almost half were males (45%) and Females (46%).  232 (9%) did not provided details of their gender.  

ETHNICITY
2,450 children and young people provided information on ethnicity, gender and age band and 268 respondents did not.  
As shown in Tablet 1 below, when looking at gender, just over half of the responses were by females (51%) and males (49%).

WHERE I LIVE 
This question offered the option for the children and young people to input the first 3 digits of their post code or if the post code was not known they could tick one of two boxes which stated “I live in Glasgow” or “I live outside Glasgow”.   
The majority of those who took part in the consultation stated they lived in Glasgow (2450).   74 lived outside the City and 193 did not complete the question.  
As stated before, children and young people who live out with the Glasgow area may have received the questionnaire because they take part in activities, receive services or attend school in Glasgow.  
As shown in Chart 2 below, a greater number of children and young people took part in the consultation in the South of the City (787), next best was North West area (596) and then North East (441).

KNOW YOUR RIGHTS 
Research tells us that the child who is treated with respect is more likely to be safer, emotionally and physically healthier, happier, more nurtured, more likely to feel and be included, more likely to achieve and more likely to respect themselves and others and behave in a considerate and responsible way.  Through this consultation we wanted to know if children and young people in Glasgow felt they were treated with respect.
QUESTIONS
· Have you got someone (an adult) you can talk to if you are worried or concerned about anything?
This was a tick box question, where more than one box could be ticked.  
As illustrated in Chart 3 below, the majority of children and young people 2,473 and 1,891 would go to their mother or father respectively.  Almost half would talk to another relative 1,313 (48%) or teacher 1,188 (44%).  
Under the category “Other” some children and young people (86) put in sister, brother, gran, granddad, aunty, uncle, etc. which could indicate that the children did not fully understand the category named “Other Relative”.   As part of the analysis of the responses, this information has now been placed under “Other Relative”.
The others (54) who input to “Other”, commented that they would go to: an advocate, after school club, mum’s friend, best friend, boyfriend, girlfriend, children’s rights worker, counsellor, Lollypop man, teacher assistant, football coach, neighbour, place2b, therapist, Police, Priest, Pastor, Women’s Aid. 
Chart 3 	Who Children and Young people talk to if they are worried.

36 (1%) children and young people stated they had no on to talk to.  29 of these lived in Glasgow.  Further information on this group of young people is provided in Question 2 and 10. 
Table 2 below, details the age and gender of the children and young people.  This shows that  males (19) find it more difficult to talk to an adult if they are worried.    Comparing this result to last years consultation there are similarities, as again almost two thirds of young males between the ages of 12 to 17 stated they had no one to talk to.  Six young people did not provide details on their age or gender.

· Do you feel respected and included?
This was a tick box question, where the children and young people could pick more than one option.  
The following numbers indicate the children and young people that ticked “yes” they:
· felt adults made sure they understood what was happening (74%)
· felt they were listened to (72%)
· felt they are able to take part in discussions that affect them (62%)
· felt adults explain to them what is happening (78%)
There are fewer children and young people (62%) that feel they are able to take part in discussions that affect them.   Looking at this by areas shows the North East (63%), North West (70%) and South (61%).

All 36 of the children and young people who stated they had no one to talk answered this question.   

· 14 felt adults made sure they understood what was happening
· 16 felt they were listened to
· 12 felt they are able to take part in discussions that affect them
· 17 felt adults explain to them what is happening.

UN Convention on the Rights of the Child
Article 23   If you have any kind of disability you should have special care and support so that you can lead a full and independent live.
Article 24 You have a right to be healthy.  If you are ill then you must be given good health care so you can get well again.  You have the right to live in a safe, healthy environment with good food and clean drinking water. 
Article 25  If you are looked after by the local authority, rather than live with your parents, you should have your situation reviewed regularly.


· Do you consider yourself to be Healthy?
This question was set out as a tick box question on a scale from “very healthy” to “unhealthy”.
The majority of the children and young people 1,879 (79%) would consider themselves as “very healthy/healthy”.   502 (19%) considered themselves to be “quite healthy and 102 (4%) “slightly healthy/unhealthy”.  
Table 3 below compares the responses by age band and shows there was a significant number of young people (26%) aged 12 to 15 and (24%) aged 16 to 17 who considered themselves to be “quite healthy”.

This information was further analysed by gender and where they live in the City.  There was no significant difference in how young people rated their health by gender as shown in Table 4 below.

Chart 4 below shows there were fewer children and young people (72%) in the South Area of the City who considered themselves to be “very healthy/healthy” compared with the other areas.  More respondents from the South Area considered themselves to be “quite healthy”.

3a. If you ticked “slightly healthy” or “unhealthy” are you receiving care?
The children and young people were asked to tick if this care came from a Doctor, Nurse or other health professional.  
Of the 102 children and young people who considered themself to be “slightly healthy or unhealthy”, 77% are receiving care; 46% from a Doctor, 12% from a Nurse and 19% from another health professional.	




· Do you receive Health Care when you need it?
This question was a tick Yes or No against each of the questions shown in Table 5 below:

Table 5 above shows that the majority of the children and young people do receive health care when they need it.  Significantly, fewer children visit an Optician (77%) when they find it difficult to see, compared with visits to a Doctor (91%) and Dentist (93%) when they need to.
UN Convention on the Rights of the Child
Article 28  You have a right to an education. In Scotland, primary and secondary education is free.  Teachers should also speak to and listen to children and young people views when setting up a promoting positive behaviour policy which includes expectations of how children should behave towards one another and to adults.   Schools should teach children about children’s rights and human rights to prepare them for adult life.

· Where do you learn?
This was a tick box question with a box for “other” where the children and young people could input a description.  
The majority of children and young people who took part in the consultation are in Primary school (1,575) or Secondary school (1002).  The majority of children and young people who attend Primary, Secondary or an Additional Support for Learning (ASL) school 2,521 (93%) attend their place of learning fulltime and 44 (1.6%) stated they do not attend their place of learning fulltime.

There may be a number of reasons why individual children and young people do not attend school fulltime.  This can range from temporary ill health problems to the need to review services and provision to ensure that the individual child’s needs are being met.  Permission from an area Head of Service in Education Services must be obtained before any such temporary arrangements can be made.  In the senior phase of secondary school a young person may attend formal education on a reduced timetable to accommodate a particular pathway for that young person.  This can be supplemented by volunteer work and college placements. 
UN Convention on the Rights of the Child
Article 31  All children have a right to relax and play, and to join in a wide range of activities.

· Do you help to look after someone who is ill, disabled, misuses drugs or alcohol or has a mental health problem?	
This was a Yes or No question.  
A significant number of children and young people 650 (24%) stated “Yes” they care for someone.  The majority of these were children aged 5 to 11 (28%), with 12 to 15 and 16 to 17 the same at (19%) and 18+ (17%).

As part of this analysis we looked at the gender of those who stated they cared for someone; there were slightly more males 322 (26%) than females 280 (22%).  
We need to take into consideration the children and young people’s understanding of the term “do you help to look after someone”, as they may visit a relative with a parent or carer, but it is the parent or carer who actually looks after the person, not the child or young person.  This may be the case, particularly for those children in the age band 0 to 4 and 5 to 11.
8. Is the person you look after your …?
This question offered a tick box against a list of family members, plus a box with space to comment if you ticked “other”. 
A significant number of children and young people stated they cared for: Grandparents and great grandparents (194); parents (179); siblings (106) and aunts and uncles (36).  “Others” (47) included neighbours, friends, cousins and stepdad.
9. How much of your time do you spend looking after the person?
When asked how often they cared for this person they stated: most days (178), everyday (139); evenings after school (106) and weekends (127).
10. How much time do you spend with your friends?
2,517 respondents completed this question:
· the majority spent time with their friends: most days (41%); everyday (34%); at weekends (9%) and evenings after school (6%). 

· Time spent with friends “every day” and “most days” is significantly lower for those with “no one to talk to” at 48% compared with those who “helped look after someone” at 76%.

· However, a similar proportion of all respondents, those who “helped look after someone” and those with “no one to talk to” spend time with friends at weekends. 
There were 81 (3%) of children and young people stated they never get time to spend with friends.  Table 7 below summarises some of the reasons for not spending time with friends and the responses have been divided into age bands.

Comparing those who never spend time with friends, we found that those who “helped look after someone” (5%) are almost twice as likely as all respondents (3%) to “never” get time with their friends.  Those with no one to talk to (8%) are almost three times as likely as all respondents to never get time with their friends.
We decided to check if there was a correlation between the children and young people who “helped look after someone” and those who considered themselves to be “quite healthy”, “slightly healthy” or “unhealthy”. 
Chart7 Percentage Health Rating of “Helped look after someone” and Non-Carers


Chart 7 above shows that there is very little difference between those with caring responsibility and non-carers that considered themselves to the “very healthy/healthy”.  
· Those who “helped look after someone” were more likely to consider themselves “quite healthy” (21%) compared with non-carers (19%).
· Those who “helped look after someone” (7%) were almost twice as likely to consider themselves as “slightly healthy/unhealthy” compared with Non-carers (4%).
Looking at the group with caring responsibility in more detail we find that children and young people, in all age bands (0-4 to 18+) who considered themselves to be “quite healthy” told us they:
· had no one to talk to (1)	
· cared for a family member every day (23)
· cared for the family member most days (35)
· cared for a family member evenings after school (23)
· cared for a family member at weekends (33)
· never get time with friends (14).
Children and young people in the age bands (5-7 to 16-17) who had caring responsibility  and considered themselves to be “slightly healthy” told us they:  
· had on one to talk to (3)
· cared for a family member every day (9)
· cared for the family member most days (11)
· cared for a family member evenings after school (5)
· cared for a family member at weekends (6)

There were 10 children and young people in the age band (8-11 to 12-13) with caring responsibility who considered themselves to be “unhealthy” told us they :
· had no one to talk to (1)
· cared for a family member every day (4)
· cared for the family member most days (1)
· cared for a family member at weekends (4)

11. Are you given an opportunity to attend activities/ Clubs?	
The majority 2,503 of the children and young people have opportunities to get involved in one or more activities and clubs.  86 are not involved in activities and 129 respondents did not complete this question.  
Chart 8 below demonstrates the types of activities children and young people are involved in by gender.


Chart 8 Children and Young People taking part in activities, by type and Gender.  

Chart 9 below allows us to focus in on the 86 children and young people who do not have opportunities to take part in activities or clubs where the live.   17% of these children and young, aged between 6 and 17 also stated they had a caring responsibility. 
The significant results that came from this study show that:  
· The majority of children aged 5 to 11 (6%) and 12 to 15 (9%) living in the North East of the City were more likely to state they had no access to activities and clubs than children in the same age bands in other areas of the City.

· Further analysis shows the majority of these children with no opportunities to attend activities and clubs were children aged 8 to 11: 
· (16%) living in post code area G32.
· (7%) living in post code area G21
· (5.8%) living in post code area G5

· Young people in the North West of the City aged 16 to 17 are over four times as likely to state they have no opportunities to access activities or clubs compared with the same age group in the South of the City. 

· Young people in the South Area aged 16 to 17 are three times more likely to state they have no opportunities to access activities or clubs, than children in the South area aged 5 to 15.

11. How do you find out about activities in your area?
The children and young people, both male and female, generally find out about activities and clubs in their area from their: parents or carer (1528); friends (1367) and teachers (1129).  “Other” in this question included posters, adverts, internet or family members.  This is further detailed in chart 10 below.

12 Do you do voluntary work or have a paid job?
133 of Glasgow’s children and young people stated they do voluntary work.  Looking at the gender of these young people we see that more females (78) than males (55) get involved.   Table 8 below shows the ages of the children and young people stated they did voluntary work.

There are a significant number of children and young people under age 16, who stated that they are in paid work.  Included in this group is a high number (45%) working 6 to 21 hours per week.  
There are more children aged between 5 and 15 in paid work, than in the age group 16 to 18.















[bookmark: _GoBack]SUMMARY
In Glasgow we are working with UNICEF to become a Child Friendly City, to ensure that child’s rights are embedded in everything we do.  This consultation “Know Your Rights” is part of this approach.  We incorporated the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child articles into the questionnaire and linked these to the questions, to allow children and young people to get a better understanding of their rights.  We asked children and young people about their ambitions and aspirations.  

After the GIRFEC consultation we highlighted a number of areas for improvement.  We said we would ensure that we not only listen to children and young, but we also take the time to ensure they understand what is happening and that they feel included in the process. 
The key findings: 
· The majority of children and young people in all age bands stated:
· they felt “healthy”

· They receive health care when they need it, with visits to a Doctor (91%) and Dentist (93%) when they need to.  

· It is their parents and carers who tell them about activities in their area.

· Approximately, a quarter of our children and young people stated that they cared for someone.  Of this group the highest percentage (28%) were aged between 5 and 11.  As stated earlier this may be related to the children’s understanding of the question.

· Significantly , fewer visit an Optician (77%) when they find it difficult to see.

· 81 (3%) of children and young people stated they never get time to spend with friends. 

· Approximately, 1 in 10 of the respondents aged 12 to 15 in the North East of the City stated they had no access to activities and clubs.  This contrasts  with the same age group in the South where the figure is 1 in 100. 

· Young people in the North West of the City aged 16 to 17 are over four times as likely to state they have no opportunities to access activities or clubs compared with the same age group in the South of the City. 

· There are a significant number of children and young people under age 16, who stated that they are in paid work.  Included in this group is a high number (45%) working 6 to 21 hours per week.
